Ha-nachash (The Shining One?)

Now the serpent (or the Shining One) was more 
subtle than any beast (chay / living being) of the 
field which Yahweh Elohim has made. [Genesis 
3:1 Hebrew English]
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Then the Lord told him, “Make a replica of a 
poisonous* snake (saraph / firey serpent) and attach it 
to a pole. All who are bitten will live if they simply look 
at it!” So Moses made a snake (nachash) out of 
bronze and attached it to a pole. Then anyone who 
was bitten by a snake could look at the bronze snake 
(nechosheth nachash) and be healed! [Number 21:8-
9 NLT]

'Burning' and 'firery' is what is meant here
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This message came to me concerning the animals in the Negev:  
The caravan moves slowly across the terrible desert to Egypt — 
donkeys weighed down with riches and camels loaded with 
treasure — all to pay for Egypt’s protection.  They travel through 
the wilderness, a place of lionesses and lions, a place where 
vipers and poisonous snakes (seraph / flying firey serpents) live. 
All this, and Egypt will give you nothing in return. [Isaiah 30:6 NLT]

It was in the year King Uzziah died that I saw the Lord. He was 
sitting on a lofty throne, and the train of his robe filled the Temple. 
Attending him were mighty seraphim (firey serpent), each having 
six wings. With two wings they covered their faces, with two they 
covered their feet, and with two they flew. [Isaiah 6:1-2 NLT]
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
